yet = bis jetzt-----He hasn’t done his homework yet.
already = bereits,schon------He has already eaten 5 apples
just = gerade-----I have just seen my friend.
Examples: 

She has been there since she was a baby.

Ann has lived in Vienna for a year. She likes it there.

He has just come back.

I have already done my homework.

He has eaten six hamburgers. Now he feels sick.

Silvia has never seen Justin Bieber.
