 Say/said = reporting verb (leitet die indirekte Rede ein)

1. The Reporting verb is in Present Tense:

Susan says, “I want to come at four.“


Susan says that she wants to come at four.


Jim tells Jane, “I am happy.“


Jim tells Jane that he is happy.


Reporting verb in the present: 
· no change of tenses,

· but change of persons and personal pronouns!

· Attention: the pronouns I, we, me, us, my, our    change to the third person
